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APRA of Greater New York
2008 Educational Grant Guidelines

· To be eligible for an educational grant, the applicant must be a member in good standing of APRA of Greater New York.  It is recommended, but not mandatory, that the applicant also be a member of APRA at the national level.
· The candidate must demonstrate a commitment to prospect research and the fundraising profession.  
· The voting committee shows preference to the candidate who is in the growing stages of his/her prospect research career, and secondarily, to the professional with five or more years in the field.
· One grant winner and one runner-up will be selected during the grant period of April 1, 2008 – December 31, 2008.  The award presentation will take place at the first meeting of the APRA Greater New York season, in September 2008.
Please note:

· If you wish to apply for a grant to the 2008 MARC Conference (June 11 – 13, 2008);  to the APRA International Conference (August 20-23, 2008); or to any other educational training/workshop you plan to attend on or before December 31st, please submit your entry to Dilara Walker (dbw61@columbia.edu) no later than April 1, 2008.  
· Specifically, the grant supports an APRA (or other research-related) conference, workshop, or training – any learning opportunity of the applicant’s choice.  In addition to the APRA national and MARC conferences, the applicant may choose any APRA-sponsored virtual seminar or Fundraising Day in New York, classes in fundraising management at Columbia University or NYU, to name some possibilities.  All sessions are subject to approval by the board of APRA of Greater New York.
· The educational grant will be in the form of a reimbursement for any amount up to, but not exceeding, $600, and will cover the cost of one training, conference, or educational session attended during the period of April 1, 2008 – December 31, 2008. 

· Reimbursement by APRA of Greater New York is contingent upon satisfactory proof of course attendance or prepayment.

· The grant supports attendance at a conference or training, and may not be applied to costs associated with travel or lodging.
· The grant is a personal, and not an institutional reimbursement.  It subsidizes the conference expense personally incurred by the applicant.
· If the awardee is unable to attend the conference/training, the scholarship chair will be promptly informed, in order to award the prize to the runner-up.
· Because the board members of APRA of Greater NY serve as the scholarship voting committee, they are ineligible to apply for the educational grant.  
· Any previous chapter scholarship winner is also ineligible to apply.
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
